Writing

The children will be developing the muscles in
their arms, wrists, hands and fingers in
preparation for writing. We will be introducing
patterns such as zigzags, spirals and crosses to
encourage top to bottom and left to right
movement across a page.

Communication and Language

To develop listening and attention skills we will
be taking turns in conversation and listening to
others, listening to stories and responding
appropriately as well as developing attention
and focus.
